Members (as well as non-members) from developing countries get the opportunity of promoting business and industrial statistics within their country and region, organize conferences and workshops with participation by professionals from different countries.

Members will be able to attend the SBI section sponsored conferences at a reduced registration fee.

The international link and co-operation will help to seek and get support for business and industrial statistics activities in a local region from people working in other parts of the world.
